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RULES & REGULATIONS

These rules were prepared to help clarify the traditions and guidelines set up
at Tri-City Golf Club. Please read them carefully, as changes have been made
in hopes of making the club more enjoyable for all.

GENERAL MEMBERSHIP RESPONSIBILITIES

1. How many events must a member serve? Family: Three; Single: Two —
One stag, one ladies and one social event such as breakfast, 2-ball foursome,
tournament or special event; Social Membership: One.

2.  We will schedule you for these events. If there is some reason you want
to work on a specific date, specify this and we will do our best to schedule
accordingly.

3. [Itis your responsibility to notify a manager if you cannot work or if you
are switching dates with another member. You will be charged for not
serving an event. If you cannot work a scheduled event and cannot switch,
you will be billed $48.15 per event. The bill is to be paid 30 days from
receiving it. If you fail to do so your golfing privileges will be revoked until
the bill is paid.

4. Local Guests may come to golf the course on 3 occasions per year — paying
green fees every time they golf. A local guest may come to eat ladies
luncheons, ladies night or mens’ stag meals as often as invited.

5. Clubhouse Rental: Contact Jackie Radloft Schneider if you want to rent
the clubhouse and she will ask for final approval from the Board. Charges
are $50 deposit for a private party for members, $200 rental for non-
members (must have a member sponsor). If catering in food, there will be a
$100 charge also.

6. There will be sectioned areas for storage of golf bags, pull carts and
shoes. The charge for this is $5 per stall. Jackie will assign the area
reserved for you.

RESPONSBILITIES OF MEMBERS SERVING SOCIAL EVENTS

1. Both husband and wife are expected to serve on committees.
2. If you do not wish to serve a social event, pay $48.15 to treasurer before
Feburary Ist.

Committee persons are responsible for the help in preparing and serving
meals and cleaning up the kitchen and dining room.

Each person pays for their meal.

Either husband or wife are required to work. If a person does not show up
to work when they are scheduled, they will be billed $48.15 per person.
Bill to be paid in 30 days or golfing privileges are revoked until paid.

TRI-CITY CLUB RULES - PLEASE READ

. USGA rules govern all play.
*2.

All play starts from No. 1 tee. Everyone must sign in before teeing off.
All guests must pay fees before playing, not after.

Each golfter must have his or her own bag.

You may not play a mulligan on No. 1 tee.

. All fences are out of bounds. Anything past white stakes along No. 5 and

No. 6 is out of bounds. Out of bounds penalty is loss of distance and one
stroke penalty. Example: If you hit your first tee shot out of bounds, the
next ball you hit off the tee will be your third stroke.

. In case of lost ball in creek, play another ball with a one stroke penalty

from fairway near where ball was lost.
You cannot touch or move your ball in fairway roughs, sand traps, shrubs,
tall grass, creek, or along fences. If the ball cannot be played

19. All found balls which are marked must be turned in at the clubhouse.

20. Soft spikes mandatory.

21. By-laws state that no child under age 12 will be allowed on the course
unless accompanied by an adult. Please help protect your children!

22. Beginning at noon on Saturday through Sunday no persons under 14 years
of age will be allowed to play unless accompanied by a parent or adult.
